一、Scientific Paper Translation (40%)

1. Traditional oriental medicines have been accepted by the public and medical profession in Japan.  Since 1985, the Japanese Health and Welfare Ministry has required that all extract granules for medical use produced by traditionally prepared decoctions should include a content analysis with at least two maker components when submitted for inspection and registration. (10%)

2. Macrophage scavenger receptors bind and take up modified low density lipoproteins (LDL), which results in the deposition of cholesterol in macrophage into foam cells. This event is a typical phenomenon observed in the initial stages of atherogenesis on arterial wall.(10%)

3. During this century, chemical have played an increasingly important role and have been integrated into every aspect of life.  Human development seems to closely associated with the use of chemicals which has had tremendous impacts, not only on human health and welfare but also on the environment as well as economic development.(10%)

4.Most buffers, in their optimum pH ranges, are compatible with most biological systems; however, there can be exceptions. When used outside their optimum ranges some buffers can become reactive, insoluble, or may complex metal ions in addition to acting as poor buffer. (10%)
