Is Telecommuting for You? 
    Organizations around the world are enthusiastically implementing telecommuting, with a 2008 US study showing that 45 million Americans already telecommute at least once a week. Here’s how you can work it out if it’s for you. 
    Ideally, you will need to be disciplined, skilled at time management, self-motivated and naturally well-organized. If you don’t have these qualities, then working from home probably isn’t your thing. If you are all those things, you will then need to talk with someone in your organization's human resources department to find out its flexible work policy. They may already have one, and others may already be telecommuting successfully. If there's no official policy yet, don't worry. Someone has to be the first to broach the subject, and that could be you, especially if you have a good rapport and a high level of trust with your manager. 
    Then, prepare a written proposal in which you outline an agreement that addresses the issues your boss will no doubt be concerned about, and that puts the organization first. Say that, without the interruptions of working in a room full of people, you could get the same amount of work done in less time from your own office. It would mean one less desk, computer and phone for them to provide, and one more feather in their cap as a green employer doing its bit for the planet by keeping another car off the road. Give details about your home-office setup, and give assurances that your work environment will be quiet and child-free. 
    You should also suggest a trial period and set a date when your manager and you can sit down and talk frankly about how it’s going. Try to show that you're getting work done faster and more cheaply. Also, it’s important that you show up at the office as often as necessary so you don’t become a stranger. This is particularly true if you are an important participant in team meetings, need to make presentations or supervise other employees. Don’t let telecommuting undo the workplace relationships you've spent time and energy building up. Telecommuting mustn’t mean that you never see the inside of the office again.

Some Myths about Electric Cars 
    As we seem to be moving towards a future where electric cars will be the norm rather than the exception, it's time to explode certain myths. 
    Many people believe that with electric vehicles (EVs), the pollution is simply being moved to the countryside from cities. In fact, electric motors are between three and five times more efficient than petrol engines, thus producing less carbon. Sure, it's best to power EVs from renewable energy sources, but they are still better even when charged using coal-made electricity. Furthermore, the EVs will connect together into a huge network of micro-energy storage devices, which can significantly improve the performance and stability of electricity grids, as well as balance peak demand. 
    Another myth is that customers won't buy cars with less than a 320 km range. This "range anxiety" disappears when people starting driving EVs daily. It's just like charging a mobile overnight and, as more EVs hit the streets, charging points will mushroom. EV batteries can be almost fully charged in just 15 minutes, for those rare occasions where you cover over 160 km in a single day. And for those who believe the batteries won't last, it will be comforting to know that modern lithium-ion batteries are designed to last more than 160,000 km, or at least 10 years. 
    Some people mistakenly believe that lithium is poisonous and we're running out of it. Well, lithium carbonate comes from dried salt lakes in various countries, and it can even be extracted from salt water, although this is more expensive. Unlike NiCd or lead-acid batteries, lithium batteries don't contain poisonous heavy metals. Furthermore, lithium can be recycled from used batteries. And finally, for those who think the technology is too complicated, think again. Modern EVs only have around five main moving parts, compared with hundreds for cars with internal-combustion engines.
