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1. How to Apply for Investigation

In compliance with Enforcement Rules for the Gender Equity Education Act and Regulations on the Prevention of Sexual Assault, Sexual Harassment or Sexual bullying on Campus, it is prescribed in Article 10 of the NCYU Preventive Measures for Sexual Assault, Sexual Harassment or Sexual bullying that victims of NCYU campus Sexual Assault, Sexual Harassment or Sexual bullying cases, guardians of the victim (hereafter referred to as “the applicant”), or the offense reporter can apply for investigation in writing to NCYU. But if the offender is the university president, the application should be made to the Ministry of Education.
Anyone who is aware of the aforesaid case shall report it to the NCYU or Ministry of Education according to regulated procedures.
(1) You can make a written statement or report in person to the staff at Military Education, Office of Student Affairs to request for investigation.
    (2) Please specify in the application form with details of:

       a) The applicant or offense reporter’s name, national identification card number, name of work or study unit and job title, residential address, telephone number, and application date.

       b) Representative of the applicant, if any, needs to provide Letter of Authorization which contains the representative’s name, national identification card number, residential address and telephone number.

       c) Facts and details of the case to be investigated and pertinent evidence. 
2. Investigation Procedure

    1) After receiving your application form, the office handling the application (Office of Student Affairs) will refer this case to Gender Equity Education Committee (hereafter referred to as the Committee) within three working days to handle the investigation, and report this case to competent authorities depending on the type of the case. During this process, your personal details will be kept confidential.

    2) The Office of Student Affairs will send you written notification about the acceptance or refusal of the application within 20 days after receiving your application or report.

    3) Upon the acceptance of the application, the Committee will set up an investigation team of three or five members depending on the needs to carry out investigation. 

    4) The Committee will send written notification about the investigation results to you and the offender.

3. Situations that you will face

Please wait with patience for notification, and respond to inquiries from the Committee and provide information when necessary. If you are concerned with your rights of study or work, please raise your concerns to the Committee which will do its utmost to properly handle everything, for instance, flexibly handling your attendance records or achievement assessment, actively assisting you with study or work, and reducing the chances of interaction between you and the offender. 

4. During the investigation, the school can also assist in:

1) Psychological consultation.

2) Channels of legal consultation.

3) Academic studies.
4) Financial assistance.
5) Other assistance deemed necessary by the Committee.

5. Your rights

1) If you do not receive any notification, or your application for investigation is refused, you may write to the Office of Student Affairs(2717052) with reasons for reapplication within 20 days following the date of receiving the notification. The Office of Student Affairs would send you notification about the result of reapplication within 20 days after receiving the reapplication.

   2) The Committee will send you and the offender written notifications with regard     to the investigation and results. If you object to the result made by the Committee, please reapply to the Secretariat(2717010) specifying the reasons in writing within 20 days following the date of receiving the notification. The Secretariat would send you written notification about the result of reapplication within 20 days upon receiving the reapplication.

6. Others

The Committee would handle cases of campus sexual assaults or harassments with the following principles:

1) Underage victims must be accompanied by their guardians during investigation.

2) When the differences in power occur between the offender and the victim, offense reporter or witness, the Committee would avoid confrontation between both parties. If necessary, on the premise of not infringing the scope of confidentiality, documentation in written forms would be made, passed on to and read by the offender or be summarized and notified to the offender.

3) Even if the applicant decides to withdraw application for investigation, the Committee will carry on handling and investigating the case.
